In 10.04.2022 a minor girl named Shridevi has been rescued by the SSB, 51 Battalion at 

Surshand India - Nepal border. A person, who was a resident of District Muzaffarpur. He is 

running a hotel. Against Shridevi’s wishes, the person always took her in different places and 

stayed with her in the hotel. Despite Shridevi’s refusal, her mother used to force her to do this. 

Shridevi said that the Man had made an objectionable video, when she refused to cooperate with 

him, he always blackmailed her. The person always forced Shridevi to have sexual relationship 

and threatened to make the video viral if she refused. 

The information about the incident was given to the ADITHI team by the SSB and our aftercare 

team with other members of ADITHI reached at the place as soon as they got the information. 

We informed CHILDLINE also. The girl was counselled by our aftercare coordinator after 

reaching the Bhitthamor Border, Sursand. On confirmation of the case, the accused and the girl 

were handed over to Sursand police by the SSB.  

 

The girl did not want to go home with her mother. During counselling, the girl was assured that 

she is now completely safe. the statement of 164 was recorded before the ADJ-6, POCSO court. 

Shivani told all the incidents that happened to her before the court, after this, orders were given 

by the court for pregnancy test, COVID and ultrasound test. By the order of the court, the girl was 

presented before the CWC, Sitamarhi. The girl was sent to children home (for girl’s), Madhubani 

under the police protection. The girl’s parents were also present during the court process and 

after the allegations against the accused were proved, the accused and girl’s mother were sent to 

jail. Till day both accused are in Jail.
